Slumber – Priests of Lothar have vowed to enact a ritual this winter that will collapse the fair weather that infuses Slumber and return the land to its arctic, pristine state. King Morg is said to be considering outlawing the religion of Lothar within his Canton.

Sea of Antoria – Vingariki pirates and corsairs have been sighted this fall and winter plying the Imperial seaways hunting for laden merchants. It is said that the winter came early and strong to the Endless Ocean, and this has driven the sea raiders south into our waters.

Gerilong – Some Gerilong silk farmers are reporting a crystal blight afflicting some of the silk spider eggs. The blight, if it spreads, could have a profound effect on the spring silk harvest of N.S. 24.

Nygoto – Efendi raiders from Thaneer have hit the coast of Nygoto hard this season, returning across the Oto with Nygotian horses to eat and to sell to Wolf Riders.

Oto Sea – The Hakoanio raft folk are returning to the Far Coast and the Far Isle in some numbers, and there are hopes that the trading will be good with the Raft Folk. 
	All Quiet on the Southern Front

Although minor skirmishes stain the snow blood red in places, for the most part the Hegzeril front is quiet, though certainly the orcs, encamped in the open, are suffering the chill of the previous winter more than the dwarves, holed up in their warm and sheltered mines and caves.

Large Raid on Dun Coast

A dozen dragonships appeared out of the morning mists and landed on the beaches below Dun Coast. Using some sort of heathen magic, the Thaneeri raiders flew up the cliffs and raided the village of Dun Coast in force. The village is currently unwalled, though the stone wall they have been building for two years is about 3/4ths completed. But even were the wall completed, it wouldn’t have helped stop flying raiders. The savages swooped down and took several women and children captive. Six villagers were slain and many more injured. A single Thaneeri was brought down by militia archers. The Provincial Governor has promised to supply villages with longbows and longbow training if such flying raids continue in earnest.

Trolls Seen near Nathir

Witnesses report several creatures that fit the description of trolls lurking in and around the marshes near Lake Nathir. Although the creatures have not yet attacked anyone, caravans plying the road from Aldervel to Terrin are being warned to travel in large groups and to bear torches and alchemist’s fire.

Already the head of the Imperial garrison at Aldervel is calling for groups to form to hunt the beasts, and is offering a reward of 500 gp per troll slain. It is not known whether the sightings represent a single troll or multiple trolls. We pray it is only a single beast.

Horse Thieves Caught and Hung

The rustlers stealing stock from the horse ranches of the Yammon family of Forthedge were finally caught, tried, and hung. The thieves, a half orc, an escaped Thaneeri slave, and an Imperial citizen, were selling the horses to traders heading into Jaggarth and Imtorr. An investigation is ongoing to determine whether these merchants, from a variety of Houses as well as independents, knew they were dealing in stolen goods.

It was announced today that Lord Vanirbus, a landholder with estates south of Dwillingir, has been engaged to Ymarisir of Golden. The nuptials will be held in the spring.
