Lost Kingdoms, Vilgum, Death Marches, Near Coast – Devastation has come to Northern Vilgum. Giants are rampaging and plundering throughout the region. The dwarves of Bleton have mustered and marched in force to repel the invasion, and although the Imtorri have refused to officially ally with the Vilgumese, companies of Imtorri “mercenaries” have left the Wolf Lands and struck west against the flanks of the advancing Death March forces. These mercenaries are heavily armoured and well equipped and, in many cases, are cavalry mounted.

A few Vilgum officials are concerned that the Imtorri will use an eventual victory to grab land in the Death Marches, but most agree that Vilgum is in no position to dispute any claims on territory they cannot yet hold.

Xydlont – Reports indicate that an ancient and revered ki-rin demanded an audience with the Morakki Emperor. The audience was granted, and supposedly lasted three days. It is not known what was discussed, but after the audience, the ki-rin flew off to the north and the Emperor appeared visibly shaken. It is said he immediately consulted with his oracles.
	Cattle Raid near Ridgewatch

A large group of Thaneeri youth has been stealing cattle and horses near Ridgewatch. Local militias of the region have been formed, and the hamlet elders have requested stepped up patrols out of Dwillingir.

The scholar Foristos has warned that such youths, if caught, should be captured and ransomed back to the Thaneeri. The sage states that to kill such youths would be a grave escalation of the situation, as the Thaneeri consider cattle raids to be a sport of sorts and hardly a capital crime. Additionally, should any of the youths harmed be the son of an important clan member, the entire clan could rise up against the Empire.

Nevertheless, the steadmen of Ridgewatch are said to be fed up with the raids and intend to send the head of a youth back across the Chulette as a warning to future would-be raiders.

Manticore Sighted

A large lion-shaped beast was seen flying in the foothills near Hammon’s Creche. In addition, a tree was found with large bone spikes imbedded into it. Residents fear that a manticore has taken up residence in the region, or is prowling the area for hunting. Several parties are being formed to hunt the beast or drive it out of the area.

Reports say that a pick pocket or group of pick pockets is plying the Imperial Roadway between Dwillingir and Wayward, preying upon travelers in the various inns along the route. Women seem to be particularly targeted, with several valuable jewels having been pilfered right off of the necks and wrists and fingers of the owners. At least one of the pick pockets may be a child or a halfling, and travelers along this route are urged to secure their valuables and to avoid displaying ostentatious jewels or other easily nabbed possessions.
