Wolf Lands – High Shaman Evark Wolfspitter has called upon the spirits of the land to send a request for aid to King Morg of Slumber. Near Coast – Reports coming from the baronies of the Near Coast suggest that naval raids from the Lost Kingdoms have stepped up in recent months. It is widely known that the Lost Kingdoms have picked up their naval building program over the last ten years, and now it appears they are ready to strike. Already, the barons have requested naval aid from Iligor.

War Plains – Our correspondents in Northern Jaggarth report rumours of a massive uprising of undead spirits throughout the War Plains. The cause of this is unknown, though the High Pope of Meredros has dispatched paladins under Sir Cromwell to investigate.
	Battles Rage at Hegzeril

Fierce fighting has ensued around Hegzeril, with reports of dwarven thundersticks being deployed to drive back the orcs besieging the dwarven city. Initial battlefield assessments show that the orcs might be cleared out even before Commander Fistandil’s summer deadline. Unlike at Nirzumbil, the orcish siege of Hegzeril was solely a surface one, and there has been no fighting reported in the mines below the city. Most military observers believe that the southern siege was simply designed to keep the dwarves of Hegzeril from interfering in the attacks on Nirzumbil.

Mercur Iron of Inferior Quality

Some ironworkers and smiths who have engaged in long-term exclusive contracts for iron ore from House Mercur are complaining that the iron is inferior to the normal quality. A few are even taking their cases to the Trade Court of the Temple of Indolle for adjudication of their contracts. Meanwhile, a representative from House Mercur has stated that any such claims of inferior ore are likely exaggerated, and that the cause was likely a single bad batch, possibly the result of prior sabotage by orcs in the mines of Nirzumbil trying to harm the dwarves. The Mercur representative stated that a trade envoy was being sent to Nirzumbil to inquire into the matter and to see what can be done to ensure that inferior or tainted iron ore is not forthcoming from the dwarven city.

Priestess Kelliene and Redondo

The wedding between Priestess Kelliene and the Minstrel Redondo has been set for 5 Bloom of this year. The wedding will take place in House Riverine and a grand gala is being hosted by Lord Barnabus Quericor and his lovely wife Abrinda for the reception. The ceremony will be presided by Priest Markuth of the Indolle Temple of Dwillingir. Redondo has stated his intention to dwell with his wife in House Riverine.

New Enforcer for Riverine

Our sources tell us that Veribor, the respected spymaster of House Riverine, has been killed last year, and that a successor, Lord Marco du Coppi, has been named in his stead. Marco, well known in the social stratus around Dwillingir, is the scion of the current Lord of House Coppi, a noble house of the Imperium that has traded upon its past glories to make it through hard times. There is no word on how or exactly when Veribor died, though some speculate that the rumoured assassination attempt on Lord Barnabus last year had something to do with it. One wag states that Veribor threw himself in front of his master and took a poisoned dagger in the heart to save Lord Barnabus.
