Death Marches – Vilgum announced its intention to renew with ever-growing vigour its campaign to liberate the Death Marches from the clutches of the hobgoblins. Rumours of an impending treaty with the Wolf Riders are rampant, which would free troops to press the Marches campaign, while at the same time freeing the Wolf Riders to counter Imtorr.

Lost Kingdoms – Confidential sources state that at least two satrapies in the Lost Kingdoms have agreed to send arms and troops to bolster the hobgoblins in their war against Vilgum. Apparently, the Lost Kingdoms are concerned that if Vilgum manages to annex the Death Marches, they will be in a position, with an army massed and in the field, to swing west across the Border River and take the fight to the Lost Kingdoms. Should this occur, regional scholars fear the outbreak of a region-wide war, as no doubt the Near Coast states side with Vilgum.

Gerilong – The crystal blight subsided, as it does when the weather warms.  But silk farmers in Gerilong report that at least 20% of the egg sacs of the silk spiders were destroyed by the blight. Silk production is expected to recover next year.
	Spring Rites to Commence

Word is that the Dhalis priestesses from Noscrused are on their way for their annual commencement of the Spring planting rites. Earthsister Garera Minestirum is said to be leading a pilgrimage of a dozen earthsisters to Dwillingir to bless the surrounding lands. The Imperator at Dwillingir has stated that the proper rituals of greeting and welcome will be conducted so that the land will rejoice at the sisters’ coming and produce bounty enough to feed all of the populace of the Perastor.

Fighting to Begin at Hegzeril

Dwarven war commander Fistandil Heartshammer has announced that he intends to have the ways to Hegzeril completely clear of orcs and other “evil scum” by the end of summer. He has said that his folk have received word that a large contingent of his kin, including a regiment of battleragers, is within two weeks of the battlefield, and once they muster, the two forces will proceed to smash hammer-and-anvil each section of the besieging ring of orcish troops and proceed widdershins around the great ring, until no orc remains in position. As news of their brethren’s collapse around Nirzumbil becomes a stark reality, and after the bitter winter of privation, it is expected that the orcs will break and flee before the fighting becomes too intense.

Priestess Kelliene to Marry

Word is that Priestess Kelliene of House Riverine has agreed to marry her long-time beau Redondo the Minstrel. The priestess was assigned to House Riverine by the Indolle Temple some three years ago following the reassignment of Father Renderuth to service to Indolle in the far west of Jerranq. The groom is a regular at the Rusty Mage Inn, and is best known for his romantic song The Lady of Dunwood, which details a love affair between a blind woodsman and a dryad of the Dunwood. No date has been set for the nuptials, but rumour has it that this will be a summer wedding.

Woolly Boys Return

A ruckus in the Shambles late at night turned out to be the Woolly Boys evicting another street gang that had taken up residence in their ramshackle abode during their absence from the town. Apparently, the Woolly Boys believe that whatever caused them to leave town in a hurry last year has resolved itself, and they can show their ugly mugs back in Dwillingir. Nevertheless, it has been noted that the Boys now only travel in groups of three or more and seem to be very wary.

Unreliable sources say the Woolly Boys’ flight from town was related to last year’s fracas in the sewers and the disbandment of the guild of thieves.
