Xydlont – The Emperor of the Morakki has sent twelve of his court wu-jen to the Kingdom of Slumber to serve as emissaries and advisors. It is not known which Canton they will serve, but the gift of wu-jen is said to be a thank-you gesture from the Emperor for the services of the Heroes of the Gem to all of the Morakki people.

Antoria – For the fifth year in a row, Vebistus Nerivor has won the famous Emperor’s Wheel chariot race in the Grand Hippodrome of Amorast. This year’s race was especially bloody, with 6 men and 8 horses slain during or shortly after the race.

Wolf Lands – Hysterical reports from Imtorran soldiers fighting in the southwestern Wolf Lands report the appearance of an amazingly large and fierce wolf fighting their troops.  The soldiers claim the wolf towers some 20 ft tall at the shoulders and its eyes burn a feral red. 

West Mountains – The dwarves who recently reclaimed the Ironaxe Clan caverns report that it seems the drow underwent a severe civil war sometime between the end of the War of the Gem and a decade ago.

	Maug Cultists Rousted
A coven of Maug worshippers was discovered in a back house south of the Shambles. A visiting paladin of Meredros was searching for evil, for he claimed to have been given visions of some lurking evil in Dwillingir by his god. His heightened perceptions led him to the source of the evil, and the paladin then enlisted the aid of the local Meredros Temple and the support of the Constabulary forces to raid the coven. All of the Maug worshippers fought fanatically, and to the death, but effects found in the den of iniquity suggest that some missing persons over the last decade were the result of the activities of these vile practitioners.
Pick Pockets in the Market Square
With the demise of the Thieves’ Guild, an influx of amateur pick pockets and other ne’er-do-wells have flocked to Dwillingir to “fill the void”. Some folk complain that the new crooks are more violent and uncontrolled than the old guild thieves.
