Lost Kingdoms, Vilgum, Death Marches, Near Coast – Reports say that the giants and dragons attacking from the Death Marches have broken through the river defenses of the Vilgumese, and are now marching into the Vilgum heartland. All Vilgumese forces have been withdrawn from the Lost Kingdoms, and the latter are moving their forces south to drive out the united forces of the Near Coast and Bleton. 
Meanwhile, the King of Vilgum has issued a call for mercenaries to flock to his aid, offering full plundering rights and even land grants in the event the Death Marches are secured. Even more evident of the sudden turn of events, the Vilgumese are now relinquishing all claims in dispute with Imtorr and are requesting aid from the Duchy to repel the invasion.

Slumber – Reports are emerging from the Kingdom of Slumber that the strange mental arts pioneered by Canaris the Bard are beginning to spread outside of that kingdom. Specifically, several new schools of training in psionics have sprung up that are in no way affiliated with Canaris. It is said at least one of these is being put to nefarious use.  
	Fortress in Cald
Reports tell us that a rather large and formidable fortress has been erected along the Lake Cald shoreline, along its western edge about halfway between Northbank and Southbank. This site was previously the location of an encampment being used by House Mercur to resolve the longstanding dispute between the two-bank villages, but if witnesses are to be believed, the fortress sprang up in a very short period of time; a work of several years having been erected in a matter of months.
Dragon Hoard Plundered
It has been learned that a dragon’s hoard has been plundered by the dwarves of Nirzumbil. The exact location of the hoard is unknown, as is whether or not a dragon was present and defending it at the time. But rumour says the hoard was located about 500 miles north of the city, in the Aynayjor Mountains.
Lord Cancrome Announces Betrothal
Lord Cancrome of Noscrused announced his betrothal to Lady Emilus, daughter of Lord Constun of Beritnem. The union, scheduled for next spring, is said to be one of true love, as the Lady is of a station far above that of Lord Cancrome. Interestingly, Lord Cancrome is said to be liquidating his holdings in the Province and intends to relocate to the Heartland to holdings of the Lady. Apparently, Lord Cancrome has designs to elevate his household and fortunes from a Provincial family to an Imperial family. Some in Noscrused say “good riddance!” as Lord Cancrome was known to be arrogant and untimely in the payment of his debts.
Water Clock to be Installed in Dwillingir
The Lord Mayor and Imperator have announced that they have contracted with the Dwarves of Hegzeril to construct a water clock in the center of the Dwillingir Market Square. The clock is rumoured to be an elaborate brass construct, that incorporates elements of a fountain and a clock and a sun dial. The purpose of the clock, according to the Lord Mayor, is to cement the friendship between Dwillingir and the dwarves of the Aynayjor Mountains, to reaffirm Dwillingir’s position as the leading town of the Province, and to allow the citizens of Dwillingir to better mark the passing of time. The Church of Indolle roundly applauds the construction. High Priest Markuth has stated that he feels the clock will attract tourists to the town, which will benefit the business herein.
