Heynosht – One of the islands of the Heynosht Archipelago has exploded into fragments as the volcano that formed the island erupted. Despite the native worshipping the volcano and giving it sacrifices and gifts, including the first daughter of the chieftain of the island, the volcano erupted with no warning, killing everything that lived on the island.
Smoke from the eruption was visible from as far away as Girorium, and great waves smashed into many nearby islands, causing much havoc and death.
Jerranq – The discipline of psionics has spread steadily throughout the continent, even making inroads into Morakki lands. Many guilds, professions, and disciplines have absorbed psionics ability into their tenets, creating or expanding the capabilities of their group. However, while the reach of psionics has expanded, the discipline is still rare and thinly disbursed across the continent.
Wyr – The forces of Vosh-Gerr have made incursions into Wyr in retaliation for the recent foray by Wyr into the Halgorr Forest. The incursion was peaceful, but represents an escalation of the dispute. 
	Nygotian Steeds Arrive
A rare treat for equinophiles is happening, as a Nygotian horse merchant has brought a shipment of fine Irokkiko steeds for sale in the Dwillingir marketplace. These horses are some of the most prized breeds in all of Nygoto, for they are sturdy and brave, yet fleet of foot. There are about a score of the animals arriving by galley via Gerilong, and these will be available for inspection and auction. In addition, the merchant will be bringing special Nygotian saddles for sale, as well as finely crafted leatherworked barding. The auction will be preceded by a show of these horses in the arena, with displays of Nygotian horse archery, trick riding, and other Nygotian games of skill.

Ships Burn!
At least two Thaneeri Dragonships were set alight and seen burning off the coast of Dwillingir. No Thaneeri cuinilots were seen aboard the vessels, and some speculate that the dragon turtle seen in the Oto waters was the culprit, while others blame Thaneeri infighting, though experts point out that Thaneeri would generally not burn enemy boats, but rather claim them as prizes of war and as a sign of status. The boats eventually burned down to the waterline and sank.
Exotic Lady in the House
Madam Lathey’s Pleasurehouse has announced the procurement of the services of a lady trained in the courts of the Emperor of Xydlont. These services were gained through a trade whereby a lady of the House was sent to the Morakki court as entertainment in the Emperor’s harem. The lady, called a geisha, is supposedly trained in the ways of massage as well as exotic Morakki lovemaking traditions called Tantra. Already the geisha’s services are booked by discerning nobles of the region for several months, and the price of her services are rumoured to be in the neighbourhood of 500 gold imperials for a night. It is not known how long the geisha is on loan to Madam Lathey’s, as the madam will not divulge the terms of the trade.
Ship Construction Begun
The Imperator has received permission and funding from the Emperor to begin construction of a new warship to patrol the Oto Sea. The ship is said to sport several new weapon designs, as well as the latest hull shape and sail configuration so as to make it fast and maneuverable. The ship will be named the “White Lady” in honour of an ancient Thaneeri spirit of the Chulette River.  It will be assembled just outside of the Caravansary and several dwarven engineers are involved in the building, despite the fact that the dwarves have not had a navy since the ancient days of Helkazum’s glory, when they sailed ships of stone on the Vorineer.
