Iligor – Reports say that the red dragon that was harrying the region has been slain by the Order of the Platinum Dragon. The wyrm’s head will be preserved and mounted on the gates of the City of Nigol as a sign of the Order’s puissance and as a warning to other evil dragons to be wary of the land and its defenses. The dragon’s hoard has been claimed, half by the Order and half by the Kingdom. The value of the hoard was immense.

Girorium – As a gift to the new Emperor, Girorium presented the Imperium with information as to the secret base of the Vingariki pirates that have been terrorizing shipping in the Sea of Antoria over the last two years. Apparently, the corsairs were using an island near Girorium as its base. How the pirates were able to travel to the Sea of Antoria undetected or so quickly is not known. Additionally, the ability of Girorium to provide the location so expediently causes many to wonder how long they knew this information or whether they were even involved with the piracy. Thufir Hawt has promised that the matter will be high on the priority list of the new Emperor, despite the protests of Girorium.

	New Emperor Ratified
Prince Arulius has been ratified as the new Emperor by the Imperial senate. The vote was almost unanimous. By tradition, one senator votes against every proposal, to show that the senate is independent of the Emperor, and that senator is usually chosen by lot. Senator Harratius was so chosen, and did the honour.
The Prince’s wreathing will take place at the end of the fall, in a ceremony during which is Imperial name will be given. The ceremony promises to be a great affair of state, and all sorts of delegations from foreign lands are arriving in the Empire.

Invitations are being sent to the Far Coast, and it is said that the Imperator will be invited. Lord Marco of Riverine is also said to have received an invitation by way of his father, and that he and his wife, the Lady Gamarisa, may attend the wreathing as representative of his father’s noble house. 

Gnoll Raids
Gnolls have increasingly raided the area along the Caldsen River Valley, attacking homesteads and even attacking caravans and travelers along the road from Southbank to Baridir as it approaches the Arundel.  It is said that captives are taken and sacrificed in horrific rituals to the Maug Yeenoghu, lord of the gnolls and trapped in Slumber with the Deceiver after the War of the Gem. The rangers of Arundel are expanding their patrols to make this region safe against the brutish gnolls.
Strangely, the reports of increasing gnoll activity have been accompanied by reports of graverobbing and strange scuffling shapes at night. Experts say that gnolls have some sort of relationship with ghouls and often cooperate with these even more horrendous creatures.

Hippogriff for Sale
The Yammon family of Forthedge has announced that it has completed training of a hippogriff sold to it as a youngling some years ago. The hippogriff was apparently orphaned and was found by a dwarven prospector Haggofik in a cave on the slopes of Mount Barazburil. The dwarf sold the babe to the Yammon family, which spent several years rearing and training the beast. They are now selling the creature, and will take bids trough the end of the year, selling to the highest bidder. The family warns potential buyers that, while the creature has been trained for warfare, it cannot fly while bearing a weight greater than 300 lbs. Experts say the minimum price for the beast would be 400 platinum emperors. Yammon is also selling a special saddle for the beast and a set of leather barding, both of which will also cost a pretty copper or two. It is expected that several collectors of exotic species will bid on the beast.
