Sea of Antoria – More clashes have occurred between the corsairs from Vingariku and Imperial fleet elements in the Sea of Antoria. Both the Empire and Xydlont have been powerless to locate the hidden base of the pirates, and even the aid of the folk of the sea and undersea have turned up no leads. This has led some to suspect that the pirates have some sort of mystic means to travel the planes, and that perhaps their base is not even on Therra. But the Admiralty is confident that the pirates are based somewhere amongst the islands of the Sea.

Iligor – A large red dragon has been terrorizing the western coastlands of Iligor. The Order of the Platinum Dragon has sent its knights to protect the villagers harried b the great beast and several knights specialized in slaying dragons are assembling a party to end the dragon’s reign of fire. 

Wyr – A dispute has arisen between Wyr and Vosh-gerr. A group of bandits has been raiding out of the Halgoor Forest across the Imbar River into Wyr. The Kingdom of Wyr requested that Vosh-gerr roust the bandits but recently Wyr soldiers crossed the border to chase the bandits. Vosh-gerr has protested this.
	Giant Seen Near Oldinton 

Dwarven merchants report seeing a fire giant roaming the hills north of the Laughing Woods. The dwarves claim that the giant was a matron, and that this matron was girded for war, wielding a pitted greatsword and wearing leather armour. The giantess seemed to be searching for something or someone, lifting up boulders to peer beneath them and sometimes sniffing the ground. The dwarves did not dare approach or speak to the giant, bit hid until she left, heading towards the woods. 

While both stone giants and hill giants are known to dwell in the Aynayjor Mountains, fire giants are native to the mountains in the west of Jerranq. Several local rangers have been sent to reconnoiter the area.

At least one child reports that a kobold sprouted wings and flew away with a cat clutched in its claws.

The militia of Ridgewatch is organizing a posse to hunt down the kobolds and drive them back into t he wilds, but as of now their lair has not been discovered.

A mystic from the Empire by the name of Qazin is arriving in Dwillingir this Spring. He is said to be proficient in the art of speaking the true names of things and, in so speaking, exercise mystic powers. Qazan is known to wander from place to place, abiding for a time in order to learn the names of things before moving on to another location. The mystic will put on a display of his powers for the nobility of Dwillingir, and will likely take up residence with the Imperator.
