Wyr and Vosh-Gerr – The dragon Erekose has agreed to lead a joint expedition, under the command of the Margrave of Vosh-Gerr, so roust the bandits from the Halgorr Forest. It is said that the dragon was struck its injury by the hand of a female warrior, a thing almost unheard of amongst the savage desert nomads.

	Spiders in the Woods
Residents of Northbank claim they have a giant spider problem in the woods to the west of the village. A bounty has been announced on the eyes of such creatures, and several groups of mercenary hunters have entered the woods, with varying degrees of success. A stockyard in Spiralle has announced the birth of a two-headed calf. Such an omen is usually regarded as bad luck by the peasantry, but a priestess and Dhalis and a Priest of Yimik both examined the beast and pronounced no taint of evil or magic upon it. The dual-headed calf is not thought to be the preposterous cross breeding of a cow and a hydra, as some fools often suggest, but is regarded as a result of the cow eating tainted food during pregnancy. The calf is being watched to see if it will live and, if so, is likely to be sold into he circuses that tour the Empire with such oddities. 
Ill Omens of Indolle
For the second time in five years a large flock of ravens has descended upon the Indolle Temple. The flock lingered for the week surrounding a holy day to the God of Trade, and then left suddenly during the night at the week’s end. The birds never stirred from the roof of the temple and no one witnessed any of the birds feeding or defecating. When asked, the High Priest Markuth noted that the last time a flock of such birds alighted on the temple, nothing dire occurred.
