Luna – The moon itself has been observed recently to sport strange red flashes on its face. Only the keenest of eyes have been able to see these flashes, most of these being elves in the midst of trance, but the reports have come from enough reliable and widespread sources that the truth of the phenomenon is not in doubt. The meaning of these flashes is not known. In fact, queries to the temple of Vinstarria were met with astonishment and surprise and the priestesses of the moons have promised to investigate the matter fully.
Xydlont – The Morakki Emperor has officially pronounced forgiveness upon the soul of Korribikoru, the ki-rin that abandoned his post in the Dome of Hashiko-nori in order to wander the Astral Plane. Death Marches – Word has come that Thalonn the Brave, one of the companions of Korvar, has perished in the Death Marshes. He was slain in combat against the evil forces of the region, and attempts to call his soul failed.
	Terror in the Sewers
Something wrong is dwelling beneath Dwillingir, at least according to witnesses, who describe, on several occasions, a horrid mass of brownish-black ooze that reached up through the sewer grates and enveloped a hapless victim. In one case, the thing grabbed its victim and pulled it through the grate…with dire consequences. In another, the thing enveloped and dissolved its victim before retreating back through the grate. Citizens are being urged to avoid the sewer grates for the time being, and the constable is organizing patrols to enter the sewers and defeat the menace. One victim was a drunk in the Shambles, and another was goodwife Ferel.
Ogzil to Marry
The mage Ogzil has announced his engagement to his apprentice. The marriage will take place in early summer. Ogzil’s apprentice, Shaneeria, was the daughter of a Thaneeri slave, and her apprenticeship caused some scandal initially, when the young girl was taken on by the older mage. In fact, many assumed that his interest in the girl was purely non-magical. However, the girl has shown herself adept at least at minor magicks, and their love seems to be true. The ceremony will be a small, private one to take place in Ogzil’s tower.
Earth Pilgrimage on Time
The annual Dhalis pilgrimage will be on time this year, according to the temple priestesses, much to the relief of the local farmers who went into a tizzy last year when the pilgrimage was over two weeks late. The commitment of the priestess to arrive in the middle of Rain is said to have been contingent upon generous donations to the temple by the farmers. Skeptics claim the entire incident last year was little more than a divine shakedown, though one such vocal critic was beaten, tarred, and feathered by angry farmers.
Gnolls Routed
A large gnoll encampment on the outskirts of the Arundel was assaulted by the rangers of the forest, supplemented by at least one druid and several skirmish formations of the Imperial Sixth Legion. The battle was said to be fierce, as he gnolls, initially caught by surprise by the assault, rallied under their leader, a great flind warrior supported by fell adepts of their degenerate Maug god Yeenoghu. A grave of ghouls were also dispatched in the encampment, these lead by several horrific ghasts. Several captives were freed, though, unfortunately, a meat locker of sorts was found containing the assorted body parts of at least two dozen humans. The rangers are now making regular patrols of the area to make sure no further gnolls return and to search for stragglers or rogue packs of ghouls. Travelers in the region are still urged to use caution and to carry holy water with them.
