Antorium – Suddenly, with the invasion of Girorium in full swing, the resolution of the border conflict with Vosh-Gerr has come into focus. Both Vosh-Gerr and Jaggarth have treaties of defense with the Empire. Apparently, there has either been a quid-pro-quo of some sort between the Margrave and the Emperor, or, even more brilliantly, the Emperor has maneuvered the Margrave into the appearance of such an arrangement, thereby driving a wedge between the Girori and the Vosh.
Meanwhile, while Jaggarth is technically obligated to come to the aid of Girorium, the Jaggarthi cannot easily defend the island without access through Vosh-Gerr. Nevertheless, Imperial troops have fortified their border in the Upper Antorian Marches and an adjunct half Legion has been dispatched to the Far Coast to guard against incursions across the Aynayjor Mountains. 

Girorium – A major naval engagement has taken place off the northern coast of Girorium, as the Girori navy attempted to disrupt the ferrying of troops to the invasion beachheads. However, mages from the Imperial War College were able to savage the raiders.
	The Great Herrisiun to Arrive
The famous bard Herrisiun is coming to Dwillingir. He is said to have been inspired by the story of Similak and Marinto, and wishes to turn the tragic love story into a saga and a play. The bard will collaborate with Redondo and will likely wish to interview the men from Riverine who were involved in the rescue of the Priestess Marinto. Herrisiun will no doubt be called upon to perform for the nobility of the town, and it is hoped he will stage one of his beloved plays, including The Course of Fey Rivers, or Three Maids of Imtorr, or the ever classic Triumph of Amorany.
Earth Pilgrimage Arriving
It’s springtime again, and that means the annual visit from the Dhalis Priestess from Noscrused and her blessing of the crops. Given the lack of famine in the Far Coast in the memory of even the oldest eldtimer, it is no wonder this ritual is looked upon with such anticipation. Not to mention that a great many births are celebrated ten months after the Spring Festival. At least one elf priestess of Erinhoru has agreed to accompany the pilgrimage, and it is hoped that when the priestess arrives safely in Dwillingir, she will see that there is no longer any danger of attack as happened years ago. 
Century Floods
After the snowfall of the previous winter and the rains of late winter, the rivers coming down from the Aynayjor Mountains are swollen and likely to swell even further. The local priestess of Erinhoru is warning of century floods, meaning flood levels that are seen only once in a century. Travelers are warned against presuming usually safe fords are crossable, and it is expected that many bridges will be damaged or washed away, especially the wooden bridges that were not crafted by dwarves. The priestess has assured concerned locals that the floods will subside, and that the ancient Thaneeri prophecy that the god Lothar would put so much snow in the mountains one year that the Imperials would be washed out to sea the following spring is only a tale to amuse gullible cuinilot children.
New Governor Rumoured to Arrive Soon
Our sources say that a new Governor has been chosen and is even now in the Province, if not in Dwillingir itself. However, the identity of the new Governor is a closely guarded secret, though pundits have put forth their likely candidates and some gambling halls are even taking bets as to whom it will be. All of the Legion Commanders and Consuls have already publicly agreed to support any choice named by the Emperor, and the recent war ardor from the assault on Girorium has fueled patriotic loyalty in many Imperial citizens, even here on the Far Coast so distantly removed from the conflict.
