Vosh-Gerr – The new Emperor has resolved a longstanding border dispute with Vosh-Gerr. The dispute, over a patch of frontier land that is not particularly valuable, has been a thorn in the side of relations between the Margrave and the Empire for centuries. The new Emperor has graciously ceded the frontier territory to Vosh-Gerr and has asked only the Margrave’s friendship in return. While many in the border nations applaud the new Emperor’s generousity and fairness, many in the Empire worry that this Emperor is too eager to avoid conflict and too timid.
Gerilong – Lady Marinto has been formally ordained as a priestess of the Mystery Cult of Retuyar-tul, the water aspect of the Sundered God Tul. She has stated she will not marry again, as her love for Guardian Similak is as eternal as is his watch.  
West Mountains – A massive clash between an army of orcs and an army of hobgoblins has taken place at the site of the infamous Curtain Wall, site of a demolished fortress of the Deceiver blasted to bits by the Heroes of the Gem a few years ago. This lash was said to involve thousands of combatants.
	Emperor’s Man to Arrive
The new Emperor is sending trusted men in his service to all ends of the Empire in order to determine the state of the Empire, fact-find, and learn the needs and issues of his new rule. The delegate to the Far Coast is expected to arrive in mid summer and will be the guest of the Imperator. The delegate will likely visit many sites in the Province, including the major towns and important villages. There will also be a gladiatorial fest in the arena in his honour, and he will likely make visits to the temples and Merchant Houses of Dwillingir.
Canine Chorus
Over several nights last month, nearly all of the dogs in Dwillingir would suddenly begin to howl in unison. Such howling would last several minutes and die as quickly as it began. No cause has been determined for this behaviour, and the phase of the moon was not the same each night this occurred. Interestingly, when some of the gods themselves were questioned using magic, the beasts had no recollection of having howled. The wise of Dwillingir are scouring through town records to see if anything like this has happened before. No reports of canine disturbances in other parts of the Province have been reported. One animal trainer has pointed out that dogs often can hear sounds that human ears cannot and suggests that maybe such a sound has been heard in Dwillingir on these occasions.
Mordants form Congregation
A group of Mordants from Vosh-Gerr have settled in Dwillingir and have rented a room in which to hold congregations. The group does not yet have a priest to lead them, but claim that priests are not necessary in order to worship the gods in unison. Many people of the town are not happy with these newcomers, and a few priests of the temples in Dwillingir have requested that the Mordants move to Terrin. However, the local authorities have stated that Mordants are regarded as loyal citizens of the Empire and will not be driven away.
Elves Refuse to Return
Word has reached us that the elven worshipped of Erinhoru the River Goddess, who make irregular but anticipated pilgrimages to Orsvale, have announced that they still intend to avoid any further pilgrimages indefinitely. As many may recall, the last such pilgrimage was attacked by bandits and massacred. Some fingers have pointed to the now disbanded Splintered Arrows mercenary group, led by the infamous and recently scarce warrior Ragyfir. The elves of Erinhoru claim that their divinations tell them that the journey to the Far Coast is still just as dangerous as when they were massacred and they have no desire to sully a pilgrimage of peace and prosperity with the need for armed guards. The Elves have stated that when the danger is gone, they will reconsider enacting the pilgrimage once again.
