Upper Antorian Marches – Locals in the north of the Marches report an influx of basilisks into the area. Several villages have had their entire populace bind their eyes, and rumours of flying basilisks persist. Several wizards who specialize in wrangling he basilisks of the region have been hired to quell the influx and drive the creatures back into the mountains.
Bleton – The dwarves of Bleton tell that there are reports from the Underdark of an erupting war between the two great empires of the underworld, the Drow Empire and the Duergar Empire. The dwarves of the Ironaxe Clan have agreed to lend support to their grey kindred.
Jaggarth – In response to pressure from Imtorr and the Wolf Lands claimed by the Duchy, displaced Wolf Riders have begun to make incursions into northwestern Jaggarth. These incursions include raids as well as the building of settlements. The Jaggarthi refuse to acknowledge any claims to land by the Wolf Riders, and several battles have taken place.  The King has encouraged the Riders to settle along the southern War Plain, perhaps to help buffer the wagonriders.
	Sea Monster Spotted
Several ships have reported seeing a large sea creature swimming near Terrin. One of these was piloted by Captain Creele, who is known for his wild, exaggerated tales of sea creatures. But other witnesses have verified seeing the creature, a large turtle of some sort or possibly a dragon turtle. Traders with the Cilligh Clan tell that the cuinilots report having a Thaneeri Dragonship wash up on their shores and finding the entire crew parboiled, as if shellfish dropped into a cauldron of boiling water. Several merchant ships are now refusing to sail into Terrin, which is causing the local merchants some consternation.

Thefts in Noscrused
A rash of pick pockets and thefts has swept Noscrused, and several victims report being victimized by small children. Local authorities are searching for the thieves, but so far have turned up no leads.  A few witnesses have claimed that the children used magic to disappear from pursuers, leading to speculation that fey are somehow involved.
Imperial Vintage Made
Vintner Racilhem of Alchadur has debuted a rare vintage of wine he has named in honour of our beloved Emperor Alifaxxus III. The vintage is called Alifaxrium and is said by connoisseurs to be one of the best ever to come out of the Province. Racilhem is hoping to get the Emperor himself to try a bottle and, with Imperial approval, export the vintage across Jerranq, no doubt at an exorbitant price. Racilhem has contracted with House Mercur to represent his product.
Winter Raids Expected
The Aghorrit temple has conducted a divination for the winter and has announced that Thaneeri raiding is expected to be relatively light this winter. The cause of this is said to be various inter-clan feuds erupting amongst the cuinilots, as well as the moderating influence of the Cult of Hammon, which is said to be spreading the tale of the rescue of the spirit of Prince Hammon and his blessing of the Imperials who saved his long-dead soul. The Cult of Hammon is now preaching a truce with the Imperium.
Vaden Challenged
As the fame of Vaden Crowfeeder spreads throughout the Province, his habit of horse riding has earned the ire of the Thaneeri. The chief’s son Thiyor Ingurrson has issued a standing challenge to Vaden to face him in single combat so as to cleanse the honour of the Hanarin Clan.
