Wolf Lands – As if a war with the Wagonriders of Northern Jaggarth weren’t enough for the savage Wolf Riders, they have now crossed the Death River in numbers where it abuts the southern Grashtilim Mountains. These were Wolf lands in ancient times, but have been held by the evil hobgoblins since the early reign of the Deceiver. The forces of the Death Marches, rested from the wars against Vilgum, are said to be responding in their usual savage and brutal style, making retaliatory raids into Wolf Lands and engaging in wholesale slaughter of the Riders’ women and children.
Upper Antorian Marches – The basilisk round up has been declared a success.
